	Ensure that all equipment is safe to use and replace any unsafe/broken equipment. Check equipment is assembled correctly prior to the competition.

	Track Events
	Risk of injury through collision with other participants.

	High
	Ensure that all participants are aware of other competitors and that the track lanes are sufficiently spaced. Do not allow crossing of track area at any time during races.

	Risk of injury through incorrect technique
	Pupils
	Medium
	Ensure there are demonstrations of each event prior to the start of races.

	Field Events
	Risk of injury through unsafe practice whilst throwing events are taking place
	All
	Medium
	Ensure that field events are set up safely and with adequate space. Throwing should take place towards a wall.

	Physical injuries
	Risk of physical injury through participation in the Sportshall Athletics.
	Pupils, Staff, Volunteers
	Medium
	Ensure adequate First Aid provision for the number of participants. Ensure adequate adult supervision of competition.

	Ensure all participants warm up correctly prior to competition. Provide adequate time for warm up.

	Ensure all participants remove or tape jewellery prior to the start of the competition. Competitors responsible for removing their own jewellery.

	Risk of dehydration and exhaustion

	Ensure there is adequate access to drinking water and encourage participants to bring drinks with them.

	Child Protection
	Risk to young people and vulnerable adults from child protection issues

	Ensure that only staff from Schools participating and organising staff are permitted to take photos.

	Risk of transmission of COVID-19 before and during the event

	School staff to ensure that they do not bring a child with COVID symptoms and have followed their own school protocols with regard to COVID with any child that is brought to an event.

For indoor venues, it is recommended for staff to wear face coverings unless exempt. Where face masks are in place due to school policies, face masks should be worn by all adults unless exempt. 

Where possible, staff have a negative lateral flow test before arrival.

	All attendees must sanitize their hands on arrival, before leaving and at regular intervals during the event. Schools must bring their own sanitizer and the teacher in charge is responsible for ensuring this happens.

Additional sanitising stations set up at the venue & outside toilets where possible. Encourage Catch It, Bin It, Kill It.

	Risk of transmission of COVID-19 through inadequate social distancing

	It is the responsibility of the teacher in charge to ensure appropriate social distancing in respect of other school groups is observed when arriving, during the event itself and while leaving the site. Whilst waiting for their event participants will wait in class group areas to minimise cross school contact. Staff to remain with their own school and where possible keep distance from other groups and staff members. Hand washing and sanitising to be completed as regularly as possible. Avoid sharing water bottles, and not shake hands with the opposition. Activity to be completed where possible outdoors or if indoors in well ventilated areas.
