Netball League Rules
The Court
· A standard netball court and markings should be used.
· Two posts should be used that are each 9ft high.
· A size 4 netball should be used.

Teams

· 7 a-side, squads must consist no more than 10 players. 
· Each squad may consist of a maximum of 3 boys.
· Each team may have a maximum of 2 boys on court at any one time.

· The squad should consist of the following playing positions: GS, GA, WA, C, GD, WD and GK. 

· Substitutions may be made at any time in the event of injury or illness.

Positions
· The seven playing positions are Goal Attack (GA), Wing Attack (WA), Goal Shooter (GS), Centre (C), Goal Defence (GD), Wing Defence (WD) and Goal Keeper (GK). 

· These positions are permitted in the following areas of the court:
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· Scorers – keep a simple score card for their own team.

· Timekeepers – time the 6 minute quarter and signal to the umpire when the quarter has finished.

· Centre Pass Markers – keep a note of centre pass takers and show the umpire which team should take the centre pass following a goal and at the start of each quarter. 
Duration of the Game

· Each game should be played for 4 x 6 minute quarters.

· A two minute interval should be given between each quarter.

Umpiring
· Each match should have two umpires.

· All teams are required to provide an umpire for matches both at home and away.
Match Results
· The team with the highest score will win the match. 

· Teams will score 3 league points for a win, 1 for a draw and 0 for a loss.
League Results

· The team with the highest number of points following completion of all matches will win the league.

· If there is a tie, the winning team will be decided on goal difference (goals scored against goals conceded).

· If there is still a tie, the winning team will be decided by the highest goals scored. If a tie still remains the result between the two teams will be taken into consideration.
· If a match is not completed by the deadline set both teams will receive 0 points for the match. 
· However if one team has tried to play the match but the other has had to withdraw, a ‘win’ can be awarded to one of the teams as long as both teams are in agreement.

Partnership Final
· The team who finish in first place in each League will be invited to take part in the Partnership Netball Final.
